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Gugan was the term used by Jakuchu Ito, a mid-18th-century painter during Japan’s Edo period, who has recently been
receiving attention. Gugan stands for good judgement, heightened acuity, accurate detection and penetrating insight.
From the viewpoint of medicine, gugan would represent justifiable observation which encompasses accurate diagnoses,
proper nursing, thorough understanding, fine appreciation, and close investigation — inclusive and holistic sensitivity
to apprehend each patient from multi-faceted standpoints of biology, psychology, economics, and sociology. Gugan is
the pivot in order for our university to produce outstanding research and education.

Kokyu refers to the ultimate pursuit made with a profound understanding of the essence of gugan.
